“It allowed the show to grow from 
an event using tents, to one with a first class facility, 
creating an atmosphere that increased worldwide 
attention and participation.”   
 
Exhibition Hall’s ability to accommodate many 
different groups is due to its unique design. The 
Alliant Energy Center planned and designed the 
Exhibition Hall based on the recommendations and 
advice of their customers and potential users. The Hall 

was designed with four large 20 feet by 20 feet freight doors, 70,000 square feet of secured freight yard, in-floor 
utilities and unlimited show floor weight load. The building has a wonderful atmosphere with light pouring in 
from the windows and skylights to connect the outside environment with the lobby. Intriguing bronze 
medallions inlaid in the shining terrazzo lobby floor, one of the world’s largest glass-block chandelier, and 
colorful moving neon sculptures evoke a festive atmosphere for event attendees.   
 
The Exhibition Hall is very significant to the Alliant Energy Center by drawing in over half of 530 annual 
events, that draw over a million attendees, and being named a “Prime Site Facility Award” winner for the past 
seven years.
